a) The average turnover of the tenderer for the last two (2) years must be at least equal or exceed the financial proposal for the lot(s) tendered.

    a) The tenderer has a minimum of (2) two staff employed on permanent basis.

   b)  The tenderer shall prove having at its disposal software for supply and logistics handling.

3.) Technical capacity of tenderer (based on i.a. items 5 and 6 of the Tender Form for a Supply Contract

a) The tenderer has worked successfully on at least ONE project with a budget of at least 45% of its financial offer for the lot(s) tendered related to the subject of this tender in the past three years i.e..
An economic operator may, where appropriate and for a particular contract, rely on the capacities of other entities, regardless of the legal nature of the links which it has with them.
